1. Place the parts on a soft surface to avoid scratches and damage.

2. Loosely tighten bolts as you assemble. After the greenhouse is built, and still loosely
connected, tighten all bolts completely.

3. Keep the roof and gutters clear of snow, dirt and leaves in order to avoid damage to
the product.

4. Clean the product with a mild soap and rinse with cold, clean water.

5. Do not use acetone, abrasive cleaners, or other special detergents to clean the
product.

6. Remove the clear film prior to assembly. The white film indicates the UV-Protected
side of the panels.
